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Zacharias leads Philharmonic through passing of an area

The pianist-conductor makes a night of classical period transition pieces.
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 “(…) In the context of a Los Angeles Philharmonic season loaded with unusual programming, pianist-conductor Christian Zacharias’s journey through the Classical era at Walt Disney Concert hall on Saturday night have seemed like an intermezzo of the tried and true. 

(…)So there was the beginning of the Classical symphony, and the concert concluded with Haydn’s final symphonic statement, the Symphony N° 104 (“ London”), which represented the end of that line, almost a farewell signpost for the 18th century. Or at least that’s the way Zacharias chose to interpret it, playing up the portentous aspects of the introduction and taking somewhat slower tempos than usual in the first three movements before letting the finale rip, pulling a full, grandiose, rich sound from the reduced cadre of players from the Philharmonic.(…)”
